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Social scientists have traditionally employed a variety of
strategies to examine humor. Identifying research question is an
approach rarely used. In order to stimulate humor research in Chinese
communities, this paper analyzed humor questions mainly through
literature review. More than twenty new questions have been generated.
How do people utilize humor for a serious purpose? How do humor
and jokes work within different social systems? This paper explored
humor relations in work, education, medical, and religious settings.
Other than academic research, the author suggested two ways for
improving humor in Chinese societies.
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
