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Abstract

Stone appreciation culture in Hualien had been handed down for a long time.

Passing through decades of development, it had become part of life in Hualien.
There are large members of stone appreciation in Hualien and some related
associations had set up accordingly. “Hualien County Stone Association” first set up
in 1967. With 40 years development, “Shu-Shih Art Association”, “Mu-Gua River
Stone association”, ‘“Pu-Shih academy”, “Yong-An Stone association” and
“Rhodonite association” etc. set up sequentially.

Hualien is exceptionally rich in stone appreciation, so that it makes stone
appreciation activities and related associations flourishing. However, the research
about the relationship between stone appreciation association and the development of
stone culture is deficient. With the method of interview and data collection, this
research tries to return the history of the development of stone appreciation culture in
modern Hualien and explore the develop priority of stone association, the relationship
between the growth and decline of each association and the development of stone
culture. This research finds that there was small scale of stone appreciation activities
in Japan occupied period. Till Luo Siang-lin’s stone exhibition in 1967, it brought the
first great mass fervor of stone appreciation. In the end of 1980’s, stone appreciation
activity reached another peak with stock market bull. Most stone associations set up in
these two periods. The most important reason to influence the development of stone
appreciation in Hualien is economic situation. The scale, rise and decline and the
develop priority of stone association fluctuated according to the stone appreciation
culture. After 1996, economic situation declined, so each association met the chock
point and stopped working sequentially. Only the association that their develop
priority was Rose Stone appreciation can still create new condition.

Finally, I make some suggestions to the development of stone appreciation
culture and association in Hualien. Through this research, I hope it can arouse people
in Hualien, related cultural and educational organization to have more active

cognition and activities about stone appreciation culture in Hualien.
